Hebrew slave to death. He had to flee to
another land.
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He lived in the land of Midian and worked as a

shepherd for forty years. One day, when he was in
the desert, Moses heard the voice of God from a
burning bush. God asked Moses to lead

his people out of slavery in Egypt to
the Promised Land.
