What have we learned from this story?

Mary and Joseph were fulfilling the Jewish law by presenting
Jesus in the temple. This was an act of his consecration to God.
(consecration means the action of declaring something sacred)

Simeon had been waiting all his life for God to fulfil the promise 
made that Simeon would not die until he had seen the Lord’s 
Messiah. (Think about how Simeon may have been feeling)

There was a prophet named Anna (A prophet is a person who speaks on 
behalf of God). She gave thanks to God as soon as she saw Jesus in 
the temple.

Why did Mary and Joseph present Jesus in the temple?

Write your answers below each question or write them on a piece 
of paper.

Who was Simeon?

What do you think Simeon meant by saying Jesus was the ‘light
for revelation’?
